13 But rejoice in so far as you are sharing 

Christ’s sufferings, so that you may also be glad and shout for joy 

when his glory is revealed. 14 If you are reviled for the name of 

Christ, you are blessed, because the spirit of glory, which is the 

Spirit of God, is resting on you.  
6 Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, so 

that he may exalt you in due time. 7 Cast all your anxiety on him, 

because he cares for you. 8 Discipline yourselves; keep alert. Like a 

roaring lion your adversary the devil prowls around, looking for 

someone to devour.
